Transition Update

The new Bishop has begun his work in the synod office and I was able to meet with him in Springfield September 8.  Bishop Roth was in the process of unpacking, organizing and hiring his staff. 

He assured me that we are not forgotten and   work is being done on supplying us with an Interim Pastor.    A meeting with our congregation will be scheduled with the Bishop or a member of his staff to discuss our situation and needs.

Another topic discussed was the process and procedure of entertaining a call to a pastor associated with a recognized communing denomination.  Basically, if an opportunity to share a pastor were to arise, the Bishop is to be notified and the Bishop or Superintendent of the communing denomination will engage in a dialogue.

I was also able to obtain a copy of the Mission Profile to be filled out by the call committee.  Michael Haas, call committee chair, has distributed copies to each member for review and has scheduled a meeting to discuss objectives and prepare a profile.

I have not at the time of this update been in conversation with the Synod.  If I do not hear from the Bishop in the next few days, I will initiate a conversation   before the end of the month so we can schedule pulpit supplies.

  Please do not hesitate to contact either myself or any council member with questions or concerns.  Pastor Adam Dichsen will continue to provide services that require an ordained minister.

A Note from our Missionary:
Dear Friends in Christ, 

  

Greetings from Japan!   

  

I hope everyone had a good summer and managed to find some quality time with friends and family.  In Japan we have year-round school, but we do get about a month off for summer vacation.  I felt so blessed to spend the majority of that time with my family back in Iowa. 

  

Whenever I’m in my hometown, it conjures up images of my childhood: playing in the backyard with my brothers, family gatherings with my extended family, and carefree days.  Whether I was running through sprinklers or trying to catch lightning bugs, I remember a childhood full of fun and simply living in the moment. 

  

During my trip to Iowa this summer, I also enjoyed making fun memories with my niece, 3 nephews, and the rest of my family.  One of my highlights was definitely the day I spent with my parents and both brothers’ families at the Des Moines Blank Park Zoo.  It’s not every day that I get to see lions and penguins, but then again, with living abroad, it’s not every day that I get to see the joy on the faces of the little ones either.  I love my job and serving in Kumamoto, but spending time away from family is definitely one of the biggest challenges of my job. 

  

I did many fun activities while I was back, but I also found the experience very eye-opening.  When I was a kid, my biggest concerns were scraping my knee or having my brothers tease me.  Sunday I turned 30, and now I’m convinced that the older a person gets, the bigger their problems seem to get.  While I was back, I witnessed the hardships my parents experience every day in coping with an elderly mother whose dementia is rapidly increasing, and two other elderly parents who have health issues piling one on top of another.  I don’t know if my grandparents will still be alive by the next time I return to Iowa, and that is a hard reality to face.  Even just seeing the daily difficulties my brothers and their families experience, shows me that life doesn’t always turn out the way we expect.  
  

So where does this leave us?  What do we do when there is so much beyond our control and when we see problems that seem so overwhelming?  For starters, we have to acknowledge that we can’t deal with it alone.  We need the constant support of family, friends, and a church family.  We need to have people in our lives who we can confide in when we’re really struggling or who we can turn to at a moment’s notice and ask for prayer.  We need to rely on God for our strength and hope, when we feel weak and vulnerable.  All our problems won’t magically disappear, and we can’t go back to the carefree days of our childhood, but God wants to help us through whatever struggles we face.

Church Council Minutes

September 20, 2011

The Christ Lutheran Church Council met September 20, 2011 with the following members present:  Jyll Sly presiding, Michael Haas, Spencer Berry, Elaine Schenck, Silvia McMeins, and Kay Berry.  At this meeting, the council:

· accepted the reports of the secretary and treasurer as presented.

· noted that extra trimming and grounds work has been done by Calvin Bollin at a cost of $10.00 per hour.

· discussed the postage cost of $220.00.

· discussed information from WorkSource and Task Force temporary employment agencies, reviewed resumes, and authorized Carol Berry to use her discretion in the hiring of a temporary secretary according to guidelines provided by the council.

· gave a strong vote of appreciation for the extensive work Carol Berry has placed in producing bulletins and newsletters, and orientation of secretaries.

· learned from our pest control service, ANC, that the Sunday School area beneath the sanctuary has a termite problem, and accepted a bid of $2130.00 for termite baiting, monitoring and maintenance from ANC;  and continued general and termite maintenance which will bring our tri-annual service cost to $225.00.

· discussed two costs submitted for the purchase of the already authorized computer software needed for the church computer.

· learned that work has been completed on the Luther Hall air conditioning system.

· heard from Jyll Sly a report of her visit with Bishop John Roth; he provided a Mission Statement for the call committee,  stated his intention to visit this congregation, and informed Jyll that the Keokuk Presbyterian church counterpart to his office will need to contact him regarding the possibility of sharing a pastor.

· discussed the handling of monetary requests received by telephone, and decided that telephone requests would not be considered unless the caller is personally known to the person receiving the call; and authorized Jyll Sly to use her discretion in determining the legitimacy of these situations.

· learned that Spencer Berry has  removed the erroneous 9:30 A.M. worship time from signs, as well as Oasis banners; and accepted Jyll Sly’s offer to obtain a 9:00 A.M. worship time to add to the 10:30 A.M. time already on the signs.

· learned from Michael Haas that the call committee has met and reviewed the Mission Profile statement and will meet again October 5th.

· learned that the worship committee has the name of an accompanist who is available to substitute for dates needed in October and November, subject to approval at the next worship committee meeting.

· obtained from Doug Ammer the location of the elevator master key so that current problems with its use can be investigated; and authorized Building and Grounds chairman Allen Berry to arrange for electrical service for the elevator if needed, and for the breaker problems with kitchen electrical use.

· learned that the screen and cable for the sanctuary have arrived but are not yet installed.

· learned that Sunday School materials have been received and distributed.
